The number of Variations reflects the distance in generations we are from one another. DNA Heritage,
another DNA testing company, quotes total matches with their various tests as being, at 43 markers
you are within 4 generations, matches at 25 markers are 6.9 generations, 21 markers matched are 8.3
generations, 12 markers matched are 14.4 generations and 10 markers are 17.3 generations.
Variations or mutations can vary from generation to generation for various reasons, including the
number of children born or other external reasons, including Agent Orange, or other industrial
contamination, or everono known reasort This all makes ouresults quite exciting when you look

how close some of us are.
